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DSM-IV-TR Paraphilias

Course: May begin in childhood or early
adolescence but become better defined and
elaborated during adolescence and early
adulthood

Person must be age 16 or older and at least 5
years older than the child

For late adolescents, age discrepancy is not
specified; clinical judgment must apprise sexual
maturity and age difference
